Acting ChairmansÕs Chat

The afternoon of Wednesday 16 th July saw Bob Hart, Ian Hall and myself
reporting to Wiltshire Police headquarters in DevizesÉ Not as a condition of our
bail, I hasten to add, but as representatives of the club at the informal
ceremony to hand over the monies collected in KeironÕs memory to the Wiltshire
Air Ambulance, which is based there. We joined Mike and Mary Winter and their
immediate family including KieronÕs sister and nephews for a tour of the facility
given by one of the paramedics. One slightly unnerving experience was passing
through a garage marked Òarmed response vehicles onlyÓ.

The helicopter itself was actually on the ground outside the hangar, shortly to
depart for Staverton (Gloucester Airport) for some minor maintenance, so we
were able to have a brief inspection of it before it left. The machine is a
McDonnell-Douglas powered by a Pratt & Whitney engine, so no Rolls-Royce
interest, sadly. We learnt that the aircraft is jointly operated by the police and
ambulance services, with duplication of duties carried out by police officers and



paramedics as required, the normal crew being one pilot, one policeman and
two paramedics. The helicopter covers all of Wiltshire and is used to convey
emergency patients to Swindon, Bath, Salisbury and Frenchay hospitals as
appropriate to their injuries and location.

Of course the operation is entirely funded by donations, and the helicopter costs
a staggering £1400 per hour to keep in the air, once leasing, crew and fuel
costs have been taken into account. After watching it take off from the safety of
the hangar we had the handing-over of the symbolically large cheque for the
very pleasing sum of £2972. It is comforting to know that the club and its
members have helped to create some good out of tragedy, and sincere
appreciation goes to all who contributed.

One aside Ð I tried to program the location of Devizes police station into my
SatNav; it failed to recognise the concept of the address and postcode of this
building and indeed of Devizes itself! I left it on anyway, just to find out what
might happen when we got there. Trundling down the A342 at 55 mph I was
confronted with a blank screen and an instruction to Ògo to the nearest roadÓ!
Luckily an OS map and BobÕs navigational skills made up for this shortcoming.

Next to the grounds of the aforementioned Frenchay Hospital for the annual
show. As usual we put on a good display of cars with contributions from Messrs.
Moss, Spencer and Bird among others, with the famous gazebo providing
shelter. It is doubtful whether we recruit many new members by attending
events such as this, but itÕs always good to be Òout thereÓ showing your face as
a club. I saw a few of our leaflets being studied, so a useful exercise by that
yardstick. Thanks to all who contributed.



A
couple were there as a result of booking for the Castle Combe test day, another
looking to have a go at his first treasure hunt.

July Treasure Hunt 2008

The July Treasure Hunt was the first
time Dave Bence and I had set one
having been participants a number of
times in recent years. Despite a slight
misprint on the start time as 7.15
rather than 7.30 which caused some
confusion, we decided to wait until all
the crews were there and set
everyone off at the usual start time of
7.30.

The meeting point was the layby on
the A38 between the Almondsbury
Interchange Hotel and Junction 16 of
the M5. The first away were Mark
Astin & Matt Marples in the bright
orange Fisher Fury, as they
accelerated away a pair of sunglasses

came out of the car and into the middle of the road. The ever helpful Dave
Bence checked for traffic and dashed into the middle of the road to retrieve
them. Once he was in the middle of the road Lewis Bird decided to set off from
the layby with a Formula 1 style pit exit and had to brake hard to avoid hitting
Dave. So our first Treasure Hunt almost became a Murder Mystery without the
mystery.

Within 5 mins all the crews had set off so we waited another 10 mins for any
latecomers then decided to enjoy a pint outside (yes the weather was warm
enough) at the finishing point of the Masons Arms at Rudgeway. We were busy
discussing the good and bad points of the Rover K Series engine from an
excellent 15 page article found on the internet when Paul & Judith Bird turned
up having completed the course in only 1 hour 15mins. We were very surprised
as we felt that we had set some real stinkers, where quite a few trips were
required outside the car to get the answers. Within another 15 mins all the
crews were back so it was quite clear that we had not made the Treasure Hunt
long enough.

The
order then had to be decided by the tie breakers which Dave had fortunately
printed on the paperwork. The joint tie on 102 points for 1st place was between
Mark & Matt in the Fury and Lewis + Steel family in the Astra. The first tie
break decider was that the winners would be the ones with the lowest number



of people in the car. As Lewis had invited the whole of the Steel family to help
him, his face was a picture when he realised that he had come so close to
winning only to pick up 2nd place. Of the three crews on 100 points, two could
not be separated despite three tie breakers, so they shared joint 3rd place and
had a window cleaning cloth each.

The remarkable thing was that the
normally dominant team of Chris &
Michelle originally had the answer to 2
hydrants one after the other correct,
then changed them when they saw
two Hydrants situated together which
dropped them 4 points. As all the
crews got so few questions wrong this
mistake took them from 1st to 6th
and last place.

Marlin Roadster Rebuild
By Andy Moss

It has been a while since I did a report on
the progress of the Marlin - mostly
because I have been too busy working on
it to write it up !!

When I bought the car my plan was to get it running and put it throught an
M.O.T then gradually improve it. Like all good plans this did not really
happen ... Firstly I decided to paint the car, and the easiest way to do that
was to strip the body work off and paint it a panel at a time. Before I knew
it the engine was also out, along with the wiring loom, dash, interior etc and
I was down to a rolling chassis. Of course for a Marlin to be useful for trials
the normal car back axle needs swapping for a van one, and the front
suspension needs raising, while I am there the steering rack might as well
get sorted, and the pedal box is in the way - o.k now I am down to the
chassis and a few ally panels.

Over the winter months I have rubbed down all of the chassis, and I gave it
a coat of my favourite rust treatment, hammerite no 1 - fortunately the
Marlin chassis does not tend to rust and this really has just been a tidying
up job, get rid of the dirt and surface rust and give it a nice new coat of
black paint.

Having sold the old A series engine on e-bay, I found a rebuilt B series in
Taunton, and Martin Emsley kindly helped me fit this with a new clutch. As
the car already has chassis brackets to take a B this was pretty easy to get
in place, and I actually lifted the bare chassis over the engine and gear box
rather than dropping it in from above. The biggest issue outstanding is
fitting something to hang the back of the gearbox from - at the moment it
is resting on an axle stand. The original box was hung from the tunnel, but
I may fit a cross member for the new heavier box. This however is a little
hard to do until I had the new back axle in to be able to line up the exact
position of the rear of the box.

I collected parts to rebuild the front suspension - mostly from e-bay, these
included new top ball joints, bottom trunions, track rod ends, etc. I also got
new brake discs, pads and reconditioned calipers. The clutch master
cylinder also had to be changed, as I was changing the gearbox - I bought
one to match the gearbox and fitted the pedal connecting rod from the old
one to make a suitable unit. I also took the easy way out and got hold of a
new brake master cylinder, having looked for one on e-bay for weeks, I
bought from a specialist at top price - sure enough a week or so later one
turned up and when no one else bid, I had to buy it at a bargain price -
guess I have a spare now ... It also took me a while to work out what shock



absorbers I needed - once I had the model numbers I managed to get
Monroe units from the local motor factors.

I spent a lot of time stripping down the front suspension components - it is
amazing how solid things can stick themselves together when you want
them to come apart ....

Having re-painted everything, I was looking forward to rebuilding the front
suspension. In my mind this was going to take a weekend, in reality it took
much longer to get it all looking right.

At the rear end I had bought Marina van springs - four leaves and much
heavier than the two leaf springs fitted to the car. These came from Jones
Springs in the Midlands - I went to the factory to collect them - a good old
fashioned engineeering company who looked like they could make springs
for anything, there seemed to be a lot of railway parts, which made my
beefed up springs look very light weight. The Van back axle had come via
the Marina owners club, and as these are getting really hard to get I was
lucky to get one.

Despite being stronger than the car axle it still needs modification, and the
recognised expert in this area is a guy called Steve Holder at Fortune
engineering near Cheltenham. Fortunately I had to go that way for work, so
I arranged to drop the axle in - Steve is a mine of information, and was
happy to give me a few pointers around preparing a trials Marlin. I agreed
with Steve that he would do the necessary modifications and at the same
time sort out anything else that needed doing to the axle.

When the axle came back I stripped down the drums - Mal had pointed me
at some different brake cylinders, but these needed the handbrake levers
modifying - Mal also kindly took these away and turned them down on his
lathe.

So now I am at the point where the car is back on four wheels, with the
suspension pretty much sorted. Over the coming weeks the plan is to fit
new brake pipes all round, and start to look at the wiring - at least this is
something I am reasonably happy to do.

I have also spent a bit of time, rebuilding the dashboard for the second
time, I changed the instruments to match the engine and box when I
swapped them.

In between all of this I decided I should go and see a few more classic trials
events. I had already been to watch the Allen trial a couple of times before,
and had been to some sections of the Lands End. Nick Wood suggested I
came with him to have a look at the Cotswold Clouds - and we had an
excellent days spectating. Mal Allen kindly suggested I passengered for him



on the Kyrle, and when I got a call from him asking if I would like to go on
the Mechanics trail as well I did not need to be asked twice. Having been
out with Mal, I came back and tightened everything up a little more - to be
honest I was amazed at just how much punishment a car can take without
breaking ...

Thanks must go to Mal Allen and Pete Hart who have answered some of my
stupid questions - they both have a huge amount of knowledge on all things
Marlin, and I am very lucky to be able to benefit from their experience.

So when will it be finished ? Carly Hart told me I need to finish it in time for
this years Allen Trial - will I do it ? I think that might be a bit too early, but
I would like to have it at least roadworthy by then, even if it is not ready to
face the challenge of a classic trial ...
